□  Is it clear and justified how the PI arrived at the number of animals requested?

□  If animals not housed in vivarium, cleaning procedures and schedule clearly stated
□  If restraint used, adequately justified
□  Clear explanation if animals have been used in a previous study
□  Substances, doses, etc. listed and appropriate
□  If restriction of food or fluid, clear explanation
□  Minimization of pain and distress listed and appropriate (if applicable)
     Search for alternatives to reduce numbers, replace animals, or refine study to lessen pain/distress


□  Proper keywords used



□  Appropriate search dates

□  Are there alternatives to replace, reduce, or refine?  
□  Thorough justification for why they cannot replace their proposed animal model
□  If using non-pharmaceutical grade drugs, properly justified
□  If fluids collected, information complete
□  Disposition of animals clearly stated
□  Euthanasia method(s) appropriate and consistent with AVMA Guidelines
□  Information on humane endpoints provided
□  Checklists properly completed and appropriate appendices provided
