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When an oil spill occurs, natural resources (like fish, birds, and marshes) may be injured. A natural

PROGRAM resource damage assessment (or “NRDA") is focused on figuring out what those injuries are and
then fixing them. This includes compensating the public for not being able to use the resources
while they are injured (e.g. no recreational fishing or beach access).

How much money has been allocated?

Of the $8.8 billion committed, about $830 million of that has
already been allocated to projects.
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
